Blood Donation Camps:

In 2019, blood donation programme was organized on 03.11.2019 by NSS in
association with NCC and Department of Zoology. 40 students and 5 faculty members
donated a total of 45 units of blood

. In 2020, blood donation programme was organized on 10-02-2020 by Department of

Telugu. 46 students and 16 faculty members donated a total of 62 units of blood.

. In 2022, blood donation programme was organized on 07.04.2022 by Department of

zoology in collaboration with KKR charitable trust. 50 students and 05 faculty members

. In 2022, A second blood donation programme was organized on 14.06.2022 by NSS in

association with RRC and Department of Zoology.

In 2022, Third blood donation programme was organized on 12.08.2022 by NCC in

association with RRC. 38 students and 10 faculty members (48 Units) donated the
blood.

. In 2022, Fourth blood donation programme was organized on 01.12.2022 by NSS. 46

students and 05 faculty members (51 Unis) donated the blood.
As a part of MOU with Government Medical College, Kadapa, a total of 212 units of
blood donated to blood bank in 2022.

. In 2023 blood donation programme was organized on 15/06/2023 by NCC in

collaboration with RRC. 72 students and 06 faculty members (78 Units) donated the
blood.

. In 2023, the second blood donation programme was organized on 27.09.2023 by NSS.

126 students and 28 faculty members (154 Units) donated the blood.

. In 2023, the third blood donation programme conducted on 08.11.2023 by the

Department of commerce in association with NCC in the college. 20 students and 6
faculty members donated a total of 26 units of blood.
